2 According to Statistics Sweden (at http://www.scb.se/templates/Amnesomrade__ 2441.asp), the
average annual wage for a full time employee in 2004 was 276,000 SEK (the average covers manual
workers, salaried workers, municipal workers and government workers), while the median wage for the
lowest paid group of workers (female cleaners and helpers and restaurant workers) was 93 SEK per
hour, or 186,000 SEK per year. Only 2% of the Swedish workforce belongs to this group. The rest of
the employees enjoy higher wages. Wages below the median are for workers under the age of 18.

In Norway, in 2004, the average annual wage for a full time employee was 350,000 NOK. The average
annual wage for a female worker with less than 9 years of schooling (the weakest group of workers)
was 268,000 NOK, or 76% of the average (Statistics Norway 2005 at
http://www.ssb.no/english/yearbook, chart 228). Assuming that the wage distribution in this group is
similar to that of Sweden’s lowest paid group of workers, the lowest wage would be close to 70% of
the average wage, that is, 245,000 NOK.

In Denmark, in 2004, the average hourly wage was 219.95 DEK and the median wage for the weakest
group of workers (female workers in restaurants and hotels) was 161 DEK (122 DEK for the lowest
quartile among them). That meant 55%-73% of the average wage for the lower half of the weakest
group of workers (Statistics Denmark 2005 at http://www.dst.dk/yearbook.aspx ). In Finland, the
average wage for workers with basic education aged 20-24 (the adult group with the lowest wage) was
1,681 Euros per month in 2002, or 1,548 Euros per month when making the same assumption that was
made in the case of Norway. The wage for people in the medium education level was almost 2,500
Euros per month (Statistics Finland at http:/www.stat.fi/tup/suolk_tulot_en.html.)

8 According to Statistics Sweden for 2004, chart 451, the total net value of Swedish financial assets as
of 31.12.2002 was 2,636 billion SEK (2,246 billion for households and non profit organizations minus
87 billion for general government plus 78 billion for financial institutions plus 400 billion for Sweden
and the rest of the world).

This brings the total assets of the public
pension funds and the trade unions’ pension funds to 47.7% of total assets in 2004. The strike reserve
funds of the trade unions are estimated at 50 billion SEK, bringing the total to 50%.
